We are working hard on the 35" Biennial CSSA Convention which will occur in Austin, Texas from
June 15 through 20, 2013. We have a world class group of speakers scheduled and attendees will be able
to buy plants from the leading growers of Cacti and Succulents in North America. Your club members
should be planning a trip to Austin to join all of us for this terrific event.

The 6™ issue of the 2012 Cactus & Succulent Journal is about to be mailed. Following is information
from our editor, Tim Harvey that you can cut and paste into your local Newsletter.

The last issue for 2012 starts with a well-illustrated report from Fred Kattermann on the IOS congress
held in Cuba earlier this year. A spectacular Melocactus evae, seen on the post-conference field trip,
graces the cover. Closer to home, an article by Gary James and Christopher Drover highlights Dudleya
stolonifera, a narrow endemic from the coast of Southern California. Infestations of our plants are an
inevitable feature of our hobby, and Matt Maggio draws our attention to a new and relatively poorly
known pest of Agave, Agave mite. The article illustrates symptoms and suggests remedies, which will
also be of interest to Aloe aficionados. Duke Benadom’s popular series Superb Succulents returns after a
short break, featuring outstanding specimens of Ariocarpus retusus and Pachypodium succulentum.
John Pilbeam takes us across the ‘Bridge of God’ in search of Echeveria with a thoughtful look at the
status of E. halbingeri and its subspecies sanchez-mejoradae. The issue closes with the all-important
index to vol. 84, carefully compiled by Cody Howard.

Competition Divisions:

Rookie: 0 — 25 combined 1%, 2", or 3" place “rookie” award points

Novice: 1 - 100 combined 1%, 2", or 3" place “novice” award points Advanced:
Over 100 combined 1%, 2™, or 3" place “novice” award points

Master/Open: Any experienced grower may compete in this division, but this is required

for individuals who sell at shows outside of LACSS.

Submissions:

Members may submit up to three plants in each designated monthly cactus and succulent cate-
gory. In the Advanced and Master/Open divisions, members must have cared for their plants for
at least 1 year. In the Novice division, the ownership requirement is 6 months. Rookies may
show newly purchased plants. Entries should be labeled and placed on the display table by

7:00 pm.

Judging Criteria:
Plants are evaluated according to the following guidelines:

Condition (health, form, damage-free) 50%
Maturity and size 25%
Staging (complementary container, top dressing, composition) 20%
Nomenclature (identification and label) 5%

Other factors include rarity, growing difficulty, and whether or not the plant is in flower.

Awards:

First place 6 points
Second place 3 points
Third place 2 points

Other submissions 1 point per plant to acknowledge entry

Entry slips are collected by the 2™ Vice President in charge of Plant of the Month who coordi-
nates tabulation, record keeping, and publication in the Cactus Chronicle.

Annual cumulative prizes are awarded at the Holiday Party in December to the top three
scorers in each division for cacti and for succulents. Additional prizes are awarded for overall to-
tal scores from highest to lowest across all divisions. Every individual who has brought plants
during the year is acknowledged with a prize. Individuals who “graduate” from one division to
the next for the following year will also be recognized.
