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& Reviews of the Cima Dome Field Trip «

Our group of 19 had a wonderful time at Cima Dome in the Mojave National Preserve on May 14th
and 15th. Many thanks to Gunnar Eisel for leading our hikes and to other members for lending
their expertise in identifying the plants in habitat! Here is what people are saying about the trip.

Saturday was my very first time out in the desert. What an amazing experience! So many Joshua
trees, desert plants in flowers, so much top dressing in habitat! The opportunity to be there, at times
alone, out of sight of everyone wondering which direction was what, was magical. | am very grateful
for the opportunity for another life "first'"!

The trip was very nice, with a good mix of members from both the Los Angeles and San Gabriel
Societies.

We were very fortunate to have mild weather. The trip had originally been planned for mid April but
was postponed due to rain; which contributed to the abundance of both wildflowers and flowering
cactus.

At the Teutonia Mine stop, we saw plants from the tiny Chamaesyce albomarginata (Euphorbiaceae);
in habitat, it isn’t a weed; to towering 5 foot tall Penstemon parryi, Indian paintbrush (Castilleja
angustifolia,) Phacelia, Calochortus kennedyi (Mariposa poppy, a bulb) and many more ephemerals
were all in flower.

Perennials were flowering as well; Bladder sage (Salazaria Mexicana,) Blue sage (Salvia dorii,) and
Mojave aster (Xylorrhiza tortifolia) were among some of the plants in full flower.

The timing was perfect to catch many of the cacti in flower as well. Opuntia basiliaris, Coryphantha
vivipara, and Echinocereus triglochidiatus were absolutely glorious. There were numerous
Cylindropuntias on the verge of flowering, some only a day or two away from opening.

Later in the day, the group went up Kingston Road, at which site we saw Ferocactus ancanthoides,
Echinocactus polycephalus, Opuntia erinaceae, and more Cylindropuntias.

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Cima Dome - The Unexpected Journey by Marquita Ellias

The alarm rang at 4 am. | crawled out of bed, threw my clothes on, packed the ice chest, and texted
Sylvia that | was on my way to pick her up. Our destination the World’s Largest Thermometer in
Baker and then on to Cima Dome with our intrepid travelers and members of our LACSS and SGVCSS
clubs, ages 3 to gray hairs. As we’re driving, | thought of how many times | have passed the Cima
Rd. exit and never stopped to check it out. Cima Dome is a very symmetrical dome covering 70
square miles and was formed 180- 80 million years ago when magma under the earth’s thin mantel
swelled the ground over 1500 feet higher than the surrounding ground. As an avid Death Valley
visitor, | really didn’t expect much out of “Cima Dome”. But was | surprised!

Our group, with cameras in hand, were not shy
starting down the Teutonia Trail, a well maintained
trail in the middle of the “Dome”. Discoveries were
shouted out and well photographed.

Many wildflowers and cactus were still in bloom. |
highly recommend going out and seeing this
interesting geological location but also taking your
time and exploring the very diverse flora.

Fritz Hochstatter's self-published book
"To the Habitats of Pediocactus and Sclerocactus: Over 100,000 kilometers
in the North American Wilderness'
(1990) has recently been added to our library.

This author's first book is partially written like a diary. It follows his path through the western Unit-
ed States locating many of our native Pediocactus and Sclerocactus populations. (Pediocactus are
sometimes referred to as "hedgehog" and "pincushion". Sclerocactus are sometimes called
"fishhook cactus" or "little barrels".) Contrary to keeping the location secrecy as we were made
aware of from our S. African and S. American lecturers, he describes exactly where, how and at
what elevations he found them, pinpointing the areas on maps for us to follow in his footsteps.

The beginning of his book is like a hiker's dream. If you enjoy hiking, his descriptions include wildlife
sightings and lots of helpful information, such as travel conditions and temperatures. The end

gets technical about soils, seeds, climatic conditions, cultivation, etc. which is way over my head, but
is information our growers can certainly appreciate. There are some nice extras like color photo-
graphs and some line drawings of spine arrangements for identification purposes. There's a lot of
useful information packed into 170 pages.
